For children with serious
liver disease, a liver trans-
plant is not just a life-saving
surgery; it can be the begin-
ning of a healthier childhood.
Many children who need a
transplant have long-stand-
ing problems such as jaun-
dice, poor weight gain, pale
or clay-colored stools,
swelling of the abdomen,
repeated infections, tired-
ness or delayed development.
In conditions such as biliary
atresia, where the tubes that
carry bile from the liver are
blocked or absent, or in
inherited liver diseases, the
child’s liver may slowly lose
its ability to support normal
growth and development
says Dr Lalit Verma,
Associate Director Paediatric
Hepatology, Institute of Liver,
Intestine & Pancreas
Sciences, Nanavati Max
Super Speciality Hospital,
Mumbai.  Before transplant,
these children may struggle
because the damaged liver
cannot properly process
nutrients, clear toxins or sup-
port digestion. Poor bile flow
can reduce the absorption of

fats and important vitamins
such as A, D, E and K, which
are essential for growth,
immunity, eyesight, bone
strength and blood clotting.
Fluid in the abdomen,
repeated infections, itching

and fatigue can further affect
appetite, sleep, play and
school readiness. After a suc-
cessful liver transplant, many
children show remarkable
improvement. One of the
most encouraging changes is
“catch-up growth”, where the
child begins to gain height
and weight more steadily
after months or years of ill-
ness. Energy levels improve,
appetite often becomes bet-
ter, and children are able to
participate more actively in
school, play and daily rou-
tines. 

Life After Liver Transplant for
Children : A New Beginning for

Growth, Learning and Childhood
MANIPUR : (AGENCY)

The Supreme Court on
Wednesday said that the
ongoing trial in the 2023
Manipur ethnic violence
needs to be expedited and
sought a status report from
authorities. Ethnic violence
in Manipur broke out on
May 3, 2025, after a 'Tribal
Solidarity March' was
organised in the hill dis-
tricts. The protest was held
against the Meitei commu-
nity's demand for Scheduled
Tribe (ST) status. The vio-
lence claimed over 260 lives
and left thousands of people
displaced. On Wednesday, a
Bench of Chief Justice of
India Surya Kant and Justice
Joymalya Bagchi noted that,
according to a SIT report,
chargesheets had been filed
in 207 cases against more
than 400 accused. The
Bench was hearing a plea of
CBI against the grant of bail
by the Gauhati High Court
to two accused, Arun
Khundongbam and
Nameirakpam Kiran Meitei,
who allegedly gangraped
the victims and paraded
them naked. “We are of the

view that the ongoing trial
needs to be expedited. We
have asked the CBI and oth-
ers to provide legal aid
counsel who are well-
versed in Manipuri to coun-
sel the victims… The status
of the ongoing trial must be
filed in the next hearing,” it
said. At the outset, the
Bench said that the matter
was to be heard regarding
the issue of providing legal
aid to victims' families and
that it would not interfere
with other issues. Referring
to a CBI report, the Bench

said that 20 chargesheets
had been filed and trials had
commenced in 16 cases,
while, according to the SIT
status report, chargesheets
had been filed in 207 cases
against over 400 accused.

The Bench also noted
that, according to a report
filed by former IPS officer
Dattatray Padsalgikar, the
law and order situation in
the state was “precarious”
on April 7 and 18 this year
with some incidents of vio-
lence and the state police
were stressed. The Bench

also said that the victims'
faith in the system was of
key importance and that
“confidence-building meas-
ures” with them were need-
ed. On September 8, 2025,
the Gauhati High Court
granted bail to the two
accused on the grounds that
they had been in custody
for two years while charges
were yet to be framed, and
termed it to be “unjustified
prolonged incarceration”.
“While the accusations here
are grave and shocking, this
court cannot overlook that

indefinite detention without
trial amounts to pretrial
punishment, which is
impermissible in law,” the
Gauhati High Court had said
in its order. The CBI sought
the cancellation of bail due
to grave allegations of sexu-
al violence. During the pro-
ceedings on Wednesday,
advocate Nizam Pasha,
appearing for some of the
victims, said that the same
court, which on May 9,
2025, noted the heinous
nature of offences, granted
bail on September 8 on the
grounds of delay. “As it is a
matter of liberty, an egre-
gious ground is required to
cancel the bail. Our main
concern is bringing home
the truth, and for that, what-
ever rehabilitation.

Former self-styled godman
Asaram received partial
relief from the Rajasthan
High Court on Wednesday
after it acquitted him of
charges related to gang rape
and gang penetrative sexual
assault on a child under the
IPC and POCSO Act, while
upholding his conviction for
rape of a minor, which con-
tinues to carry life impris-
onment. A Division Bench
comprising Justice Arun
Monga and Justice

Yogendra Kumar Purohit
acquitted Asaram of
charges under IPC Section
376(D) and Sections 5(G)/6
of the POCSO Act. The court
also discharged him under
Section 120(B) of the IPC
related to criminal conspir-
acy. However, the Bench

upheld his conviction under
IPC Section 376(2)(F), per-
taining to rape of a minor,
thereby retaining the sen-
tence of life imprisonment
awarded by the trial court.
The court directed Asaram
to surrender in view of the
conviction. he is currently
out on temporary bail,
which was extended by
seven days on Monday. The
High Court also upheld con-
victions under several other
provisions, including
Sections 342 (wrongful
confinement).
